When
ValA¢A A™s family murders Lea’s, Lea is the only one to escape and she must run for her
life.Without giving too much away, | feel it necessary to say that AssassinA¢A A™s Heart has a love
triangleA¢A A’kind of. And this is where things went off for me. | had been hoping that Val

wasnA¢A A™t a part of the murders and he and Lea would be able to work things out. Regardless
of whether thatA¢A A™s the case or not, | wasnA¢A A™t feeling the chemistry between Lea and
Les. The two didnA¢A A™t really seem to go together for me. | didnA¢A A™t feel any sparks with
the flirting or any of that.Also, Lea is supposed to be this awesome assassin, right? She and Val
were always testing the other and even LeaA¢A A™s mother often tested her abilitiesA¢A A’even to
the lengths of poisoning her to see if she could give herself the right antidote in the right amount of
time. But when it was convenient for plot purposes Lea all of a sudden became really clumsy often
making huge mistakes. | just found this to be a bit inconsistent in character. Sure, | imagine that
sheA¢A A™s a bit off kilter with her entire family being murdered recently and all, but still. | would
expect instincts to take over when youA¢A A™ve been taught nothing but this your entire life.
